important tips:
t	 Set recycling out by 7 am on your collection day or after 5 pm the day before. Take empty bin in by 11 pm on collection day.
t	 Do not place papers, containers or yard waste in plastic bags. 
t	During holiday weeks, collection is delayed one day.
t	 Close the loop! Buy products made from post-consumer recycled materials. 
t	 Christmas tree pickup ends Jan. 9, 2015



how to prepare paper & cardboard:
t 	place paper waste in a separate recycle bin, not in plastic 	
	 bags
t 	put shredded paper in a stapled & labeled paper bag

 
	 you have a few options:

1. 	flatten, cut to 2 ft x 2 ft and secure under or between bins;
2. 	flatten, fold & stuff in your paper recycling bin;
3. 	OR, bring large, clean pieces as is to the Recycle Depot

Pizza boxes are not accepted.

how to prepare containers:
t 	place containers, lids & caps loose in bin
t 	when possible, wipe out oily containers
t 	do not empty grease or cooking oil into drains
t 	Place loose in bin, not in plastic or paper bags.

how to prepare yard waste:
t 	yard waste is not accepted in plastic bags and will not 	
	 be picked up. Yard waste in barrels must have YARD 	
	 WASTE sticker on barrel.
t 	place loose in 32 gallon barrel with YARD WASTE stickers 	
	 facing the street - full barrel weight CANNOT EXCEED 50 lbs.
t 	place in paper yard waste bags that are not stapled or taped
t 	bundle thick tree limbs 2 ft x 2 ft

paper & cardboard:
Keep paper free from food and plastic wrapping.  
Place in separate bins, no plastic bags.

glass, metal & plastic containers:
Place rinsed containers loose in your bin, no plastic bags.

leaf & yard waste: 
Yard waste in plastic bags or Brockton  
Pay-as-you-throw Bags is not accepted and will  
be rejected.

t 	cardboard (no pizza boxes)
t 	paperboard (cereal & tissue boxes, 		
	 paper towel rolls)
t 	magazines & newspapers (glossy 		
	 paper is ok)
t 	phone books & junk mail (no CDs 		
	 or plastic wrap)
t 	Soft cover books
t 	all office paper (no blueprints)

no need to remove...
	 ...staples, paper clips, spirals, or plastic 	
	 windows on envelopes.
 

what to recycle:
t 	aluminum (pie plates, trays &  foil)
t 	glass containers (any color)
t 	metal cans (tin, steel & aluminum)
t 	stiff plastic containers (#1-5 and #7, 	
	 no plastic bags or styrofoam)

what is yard waste?
t 	leaves, grass & plants
t 	shrub prunings &  twigs (less than 4’ 	
	 long and 4” wide, tied in bundles less 	
	 than 35 pounds)
t 	call a private hauler for:
	 tree stumps, rocks, soil, dirt, sand, 		
	 pavement, bricks, cement blocks
